My parents live in the small, seaside town of Denmark, Western 

Australia. While it looks nothing like this design, these two pieces 

(created by my Mum), are very reminiscent of harbourside scenes in 

Copenhagen. These city-scape designs are great for learning about 

creating texture with small stitches, compensating at the edges of 

a shape, and having lots of fun with colour. It is a great thread stash 

buster project, so students can dive into their personal collection 

and build up their own unique colour scheme.

WORKSHOP NEEDS LIST

Total costs: 2-day workshop fee: $240 + base kit cost: $45 = $285
If you don’t have enough threads in your stash, you can also purchase a thread pack (in addition to the above fee), 

containing a mixture of full and half skeins in 24 different colours:   •24-count = $80   •18-count = $100

Students will receive instructions for both designs and choose to work on one of them during the workshop.

On 24-count, the fi nished size of each design is 23x16.5cm. If students prefer not to work on 24-count fabric, 

this design will also work on 18-count (fi nished size 31cm x 22cm).

The base kitset will include:

• A set of full colour instructions for 

BOTH designs

• One piece of either

24-count Congress measuring 35x30cm

(choice of white, cream or mocha)

-or-

18-count canvas measuring 40x35cm

(choice of white, cream, or pale blue)

You can add threads to your kitset:

• 24-count pack = $80

• 18-count pack = $100

You will need to bring:

• Frame: Q-snaps: 11”x 11” for 24-count or

11”x14” for 18-count; 

-or- Stretcher bars: 12”x14” for 24-count or

14”x16” for 18-count

• Needle: Size 24 tapestry needle for 24-count; 

Size 22 tapestry needle for 18-count

• Threads: You are welcome to bring threads from your 

own stash

• Visual aids: Magnifying glass and/or light if you 

usually need these for working your embroidery

• Standard sewing kit including small, sharp embroidery 

scissors; pen or pencil; optional laying tool
