Shared bathroom 

facilities and a kitchen are provided on each fl oor. There is also 

ample space for sitting and stitching in the evenings in the Monro 

Common Room. The rooms are spread over four fl oors – there is 

no lift. We will make every attempt to accommodate people with 

mobility issues on the ground fl oor – please make us aware on the 

online registration form.

Your own transport is recommended. Massey is 6.5 kilometres 

from the school so people using this accommodation will have to 

make their own way to and from the school, or use public transport 

which entails two bus trips to get from Massey to PNBHS.
