• Background fabric

• Backing fabric

• Toothpicks

• Felt

• Photocopied pattern

You will need to bring:

• A teacup 

• Threads to match colors and shades on your teacup 

(notes will be provided)

• Enough dacron/stuffi ng to fi ll your teacup tightly

• 7-8 inch hoop

• Embroidery stand/clamp if you have one – not essential but very 

helpful for keeping your hands free as you learn new textured 

stitches

• Large fabric scissors as well as sharp embroidery scissors

• Your usual sewing kit including personal magnifi cation, 

lighting etc
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
